ABOUT THE A.R.T.: 
 
The American Repertory Theater (A.R.T.) at Harvard University is a leading force in the 
American theater, producing groundbreaking work in Cambridge and beyond. The A.R.T. was 
founded in 1980 by Robert Brustein, who served as Artistic Director until 2002, when he was 
succeeded by Robert Woodruff. Diane Paulus began her tenure as Artistic Director in 2008. 
Under the leadership of Paulus and Executive Director Diane Quinn, the A.R.T. seeks to expand 
the boundaries of theater by programming events that immerse audiences in transformative 
theatrical experiences. 
  
Throughout its history, the A.R.T. has been honored with many distinguished awards, including 
the Tony Award for Best New Play for All the Way (2014); consecutive Tony Awards for Best 
Revival of a Musical for Pippin (2013) and The Gershwins’ Porgy and Bess (2012), both of 



which Paulus directed; a Pulitzer Prize; a Jujamcyn Prize for outstanding contribution to the 
development of creative talent; the Tony Award for Best Regional Theater; and numerous Elliot 
Norton and IRNE Awards.
